Homework/Quizzes:

I will not be taking up the homework assignments for this class.  The homework is for your benefit, and it is your choice/responsibility to work on it.  However, as incentive for doing the homework, I will be giving a homework quiz most class periods that do not have a chapter test.  On the homework quizzes you may use your notes, homework assignments, and book.  These quizzes cannot be made up regardless of the reason for an absence.  Therefore, attendance is imperative.  However, I do recognize that emergency situations can arise; therefore, I will drop your one (1) lowest homework quiz grade.  If you take all assigned quizzes, the dropped quiz grade will be bonus points.  This will be the only bonus opportunity I will provide for this class!  So do not ask for bonus or extra work to raise your grade.

Chapter Tests:

NO make up tests will be given regardless of the reason for the absence!  If you miss a test for any reason a grade of “0” will be given at the time of testing.  The final exam percentage will be used to replace at most one (1) missed test.  More than two missed tests will result in a permanent “0” assignment for the remaining test(s) regardless of the reason(s) for the absence(s).

Calculators:

While the purchase of a graphing calculator is not required for this course, it is strongly recommended.  Calculators from the TI graphing series are suggested (TI-83+, TI-83+ silver edition, TI-84, TI-84+, TI-84+ silver edition).  Please note, cell phone calculators or calculators on any kind of communications device are not allowed at any time on a test/exam.

Cell Phones:

Please be respectful to your instructor and your classmates.  SILENCE YOUR PHONE DURING CLASS!!!  If I see you texting or otherwise communicating during class or if your phone in any way becomes a problem to me or another student, I will ask you to leave class, and you will lose any attendance/quiz credit for that day.  Consistent use of cell phones during class could result in you being asked not to return to class for the remainder of the semester which in turn results in an FN grade.  On a test day, if I see any form of communication or anything that looks like communication – even if it is not – on your cell phone, you will be assigned an irreplaceable 0 (zero) for that test grade.
